The page has no time limit.

When including media such as video, audio
controls are provided to start and pause the
media. Further to that when introducing a
carousel controls are provided to pause the
motion of the carousel and restart.

Annual Reviews does not use flashing
interface elements.

All page content split to use landmark regions
allowing assistive technologies to rely on them
to skip from section to section of the whole
page.

A accessible link is now present the top of each
page that allows to skip directly to the main
content area for keyboard users.

Content
can be magnified to 200% and the site
uniformly scales up.

e Image is not used to present text, if the same
visual presentation can be achieved using text
alone.

e Where images of text are necessary (e.g. logos),
appropriate alternative text is used.

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Example of supports:

A user is completing a form that contains
mandatory fields. The labels of the fields
indicate whether or not they are mandatory.
The user tabs to a mandatory field, and tabs out
of the field without entering any data or
selecting a choice. The label of that field is then
updated indicate that leaving it blank was an
error.

Area for improvement:

The addition of status messages with specific
roles or properties would allow assistive
technologies to announce what the status of
the page was. For example logging into the site
could be marked up to ensure that the login
would be announced to assistive technologies
